Your	Certificate	of	
Analysis	will	appear	as	a	PDF	in	a	
separate	browser	winder.	Just	right	
click	the	PDF	and	select	‘Save	As.’

1. Scroll	to	the	bottom	of	the	Airgas.com	hompage	and	

select	‘COA	Search’	from	the	footer	menu.	
• Or,	log	in.	Then	click	on	‘More’	in	the	top	

toolbar	and	select	‘Certificate	of	Analysis’	
2. Enter	either	the	Reference	number,	Cylinder	

number	or	Barcode	number	for	the	COA	you	need	
(This	information	can	be	found	on	your	cylinder)	

3. Click	on	the	‘Search’	button	
4. Click	on	the	COA	number	that	appears	
5. Select	the	certificate	and/or	COA	that	you	need	and	

click	‘Create	PDF	Report’	
6. Select	your	preferred	unit	of	measure
